Literally every phone call we 
get, begins with, ÒSo wha)s th( 
*eather like up there?Ó Usually 
followed by, ÒWha)s i)s going to  
be like when we come up?Ó 

Iťs easy to answer the first 
question..but that second 
one...now there’s the challenge. 
We would like to say, everyday is 
perfect: (72 and clear and only rains at 

night)...however we would 
rather tell the truth, so 
guests can prepare. One 
thing we do know: certai'  
*eather conditions impac+ 
Þsh more than they impac+ 
people...and vice versa.
 Here’s a weather truth 
we have learned. Low 
pressure (usually cloudy and 
rain) replaced by high 
pressure (clear blue-bird days) 
can create “lock-jaw”  for 
a while. My advice:      

Fish slow. Fish deep. The bite 
generally returns within 24 hours. 

I contacted Rick Gollat, our 
area MNR Fisheries Biologist and 
all around “wise man” and asked 
him. ÒSo what does the summer loo, 
look like?-Long range?Ó His e-mail 
response was a “guestimate” based 
on what he thinks, historic 
averages, and forecasts from, you 
guessed it, The Old Farmers 
Almanac. Take a look below. And 
never hesitate to call and chat 
about the weather...or check out 
the weather conditions-forecast 
on the left lower area of the home 
page.

                      VHS DISEASE AND FR OZEN S AL TED MINNO W S...THE F ACTS

VHS is an infectious disease caused by the V iral H emorrhagic Septicemia virus. VHS has been linked 
to the death of fish in the Great Lakes Region and detected in otherwise healthy gizzard shad, walleye, white 
bass, silver and shorthead redhorse, northern pike, and many “baitfish” minnows. Thirty-seven species of 
fish have been identified as carriers of the virus.  VHS, like most other diseases that affect fish health, has no 
impact on human health. At this time Americans MAY cross the border with frozen salted minnows ... 
however outfitters are not allowed to prepare or package them for guests. If you want them, we can buy 
them pre packaged for you.  Order early. They are about $5 USD per dozen - red or silver. 
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September and October will be 
cooler than normal on average, 
with precipitation below normal 

in the northwestern Ontario 
wilderness. Fire Danger Looms. 

Frost is more likely than not to 
linger into early June...and 
reappear in mid to late 
August.  June is off to rainy 

start, filling lakes and streams 
down from the winter’s 
relatively light snow 

May 2007 was on average for 
temps- 66 One-degree below 
normal. However it was 20 
MM behind rain fall.

Summer will be slightly cooler and drier 
than normal, on average, with the hottest 
temperatures in mid- August.  Temps may 
reach 88 to 90...but night’s are cooler-67.
